1. LBE Update (Derek Murphy)

The meeting read the LBE update, which sets out the Councils discussions with Diocese of Westminster, which is now progressing the provision of a new 2FE (two entry forms per annum ie 2x 30 = 60 children) at the Holy Family Church site.

An outline timetable is that the school will not complete until summer 2013, with a tentative plan to accommodate the first year of reception pupils within the Parish Centre (the existing Country Club building) from September 2012.

2. DHP Architects Site Plans 

The meeting reviewed the site plans and the following concerns were noted:

Overall impact of building.
Design

· Too much emphasis has been placed on harmonising the design with the Holy Family Church design

· The building design does not harmonise sufficiently with the architecture of the Conservation Area HHGE

Environmental Impact 
· The mass of the building is out of keeping with the HHGE Tudor Estate

· There will be a loss of visual amenity for houses overlooking the site – the green woodland will go to be replaced by unattractive buildings.

· There will be a loss of peace and quiet amenity for this area of the HHGE

· The play space is immediately adjacent to Masons Green Lane, facing the rear of garages behind 223 – 237 PG, but with no noise barrier.

· The hard & soft play area, the artificial grass games court and trim trail are positioned directly adjacent to Masons Green Lane. There is no noise effective barrier to the adjacent houses in Princes Gardens, simply a landscaped natural green boundary

· All residents on the Estate will be written to and advised of the Proposal for a 2FE primary school and nurserywith 446 pupils and invited to complete a short questionnaire to research their opinions, including whether or not they support the proposal. If not why not – traffic impact, size /design of building, noise impact etc.JS
·  In the letter Residents will be invited togo to the HHGERA website to view the plans
· Replies to be sent to Sergei, Harriet, Janet and John Stone, who will analyse 
· Following analysis of the Research the HHGERA Committee will write to DHP Consultants express their researched based opinion on the proposal.
