7. Local Intelligence
· Local intelligence: suspicious man seen on Boileau Road looking into houses.
· White van seen moving slowly on Tudor gardens with occupants seeming to watch houses.
8. Any other business
· On-going problem of traffic building up on Princes Gardens and Queens Drive with drivers using their mobile phones.   Particularly dangerous during going to and from school hours, when children are walking and crossing the roads.
· Ongoing problem with cars picking up school children and parking dangerously.
· Suggestion that an ANPR(automatic number place recognition) operation might tackle ‘rat run’ drivers, drivers exceeding the 20mph speed restrictions, mobile phones whilst driving, and dangerous parking in addition to uninsured drivers, drivers with outstanding unpaid fines etc.
· Consideration of proactive thinking to anticipate and plan for traffic congestion that will be caused during the building of the new Catholic school off  Vale Lane and subsequently by parents dropping off/picking up children. Trudy suggested at the Ward Panel meeting that we request that the school parents be organised to oversee drop offs and pick ups in high viz jackets (preventing parking in zigzag and keep clear area as well as keeping traffic moving) and that parents be required to sign a commitment to reducing car traffic. 
Quite clearly additional commitment from the SNT will be required, in addition to the efforts they already make for the Ellen Wilkinson School on Queens Drive, at the other end of Monks Drive and Links Road
Parents may try to park in the driveway on Monks Drive; the flats committee may want to consider how this could be restricted.  The Japanese school on Queens Drive has to have a member of staff as well as cones to keep parents from parking their cars there.  A similar problem may be anticipated on Monks Drive.
