Further to our previous correspondence and I write to update you on the Residents Association's response to the proposed primary at the Church of the Holy Family. 
We have conducted a survey among all residents on the Hanger Hill Garden Estate and have now analysed the response. 
· 60 residents responded 
· 12% are in favour of the development of a school, although half expressed serious concerns 
· 88% are against the development 
The primary concern is the overdevelopment of this small site, ie that such a large school is just not compatible with such a small footprint with very limited public transport access. The major concerns are as follows: 
· Site overdevelopment 
· Traffic impact 
· Environment impact 
· Amenity loss 
· Conservation area impact 
We are against the building of a large school in this location. As is usual with any proposed development on or adjacent to the Estate we request a meeting together with the Ealing Council's planning department to review the proposals in detail, to discuss our concerns and views. 
I will be abroad over the next two weeks returning to the UK on 4th February and suggest a meeting as early as possible thereafter between the 8th - 16th February.
